John Arthur Best (b.1880-d.1969), son of Levi and Naomi (Wile) Best, was born in 
Queens County, Nova Scotia. John served in the South African Constabulary and married 
Theresa Elvina Ernst (b.1881-d.1950) on September 4th, 1907 at the “Church of 
England” (Anglican Church) in Mahone Bay. Marie Best was born in 1915 and passed 
away in 1959. Photos dated prior to c.1930 were likely collected by Theresa Best. Photos 
dated after c.1930, especially those with “Minor Photo Defects” issue are thought to 
have been developed by Marie Best in Blockhouse.
